A. Technology has taken unimaginable steps over the past couple of
decades, affording people all around the world possibility, flexibility and,
above all things, convenience in their everyday communication and gen-
eral lifestyle.

A. Each year, both kids and adults in the US spend more time glued
to the TV set than doing anything else, except for sleeping!

People have worried about the effects of TV ever since the 1940s,
when television became popular. Studies show that too much TV watch-
ing leads to such problems as bad eating habits, lack of exercise, obe-
sity and depression.
